Michael Lloyd from Castle Douglas in Dumfries
and Galloway created the winning design,

a ‘Spiritual Wand’. It included an embedded
gold ring, which Michael crafted from gold found
in Scottish rivers. It symbolised a wedding of
the parliament, its people and the land.

The community gathered to celebrate the fact
the Mace had been made in their town. A piper
marched in front of the Mace as it was carried
out on the start of its journey to Edinburgh.

For safe keeping before it was unveiled, the
Mace was kept under lock and key in the main
vault in the Bank of Scotland on the Mound,
until the morning of the opening ceremony.

The Mace was presented by the late Queen
during the official opening ceremony on

1 July 1999 and it has been used for every
sitting of Parliament since then.
