Future Industries Board is to be created for the Grangemouth complex to support a Just Transition
for workers and the local community there; understands that the future of the Mossmorran facility
is similarly tied in with the North Sea Oil network, and notes the view that a detailed plan will be
needed to support workers and the local community to transition to new green industries;
