years; highlights the importance of early diagnosis and intervention; notes the view that raising 
public awareness of key symptoms of pancreatic cancer is vital to that aim; understands that key 
symptoms of pancreatic cancer include abdominal or back pain or discomfort, unexplained weight 
loss or a loss of appetite, yellowing of the skin or eyes and/or itchy skin, a change in bowel habits, 
nausea or vomiting, and indigestion that does not respond to treatment; commends all of the 
charities and activist organisations and their dedicated supporters for their tireless efforts to raise 
awareness of pancreatic cancer, and wishes everyone involved with Pancreatic Cancer 
Awareness Month every success in their endeavours.
