That the Parliament reflects on the horrors of the Holocaust; believes that it is important to impart 
the lessons of this despicable event to each generation so that everyone is instilled with an ethos 
of tolerance and respect for all, irrespective of background; recognises that the Holocaust was the 
systematic attempt to murder all Jewish people living in Europe from 1941 to 1945; acknowledges 
that the Holocaust resulted in 6 million Jewish men, women and children being murdered in 
concentration and extermination camps and in ghettos and mass shootings; notes that Holocaust 
Memorial Day will take place on 27 January 2022 and that its theme will be “One Day”; 
understands that this theme, which can be interpreted in many different ways, has been chosen 
with the general aim that for the One Day of 27 January, people will come together to learn about 
and reflect on the horrors of the Holocaust and other genocides that took place in the years 
following 1945, in Cambodia, Rwanda, Bosnia and Darfur; further understands that underpinning 
the theme is the hope that, by educating others about past genocides, it will be possible to look 
forward to a future One Day where there is no genocide; agrees that the Holocaust is an incredibly 
dark chapter in human history and that the Memorial Day held on 27 January is an important 
opportunity to reinforce the necessity of striving to ensure that One Day, genocides will become a 
thing of the past.
