The Provision of Early Learning and Childcare (Specified Children) (Scotland)
Amendment Order 2024 [draft] was laid before Parliament on 24th January 2024
and, if agreed, will come into force on 1 April 2024.

The purpose of Instrument is to amend the Provision of Early Learning and
Childcare (Specified Children) Order 2014 (‘the 2014 Order’) to protect eligibility for
2-year-old children who qualify for access to funded Early Learning and Childcare
(ELC) due to their parents’ receipt of Working Tax Credits and Child Tax Credits or
Universal Credit.
