The Scottish Child Payment Regulations 2020 [draft] were laid before the
Parliament on 8 September 2020 and referred to the Social Security Committee.

The regulations are subject to the affirmative procedure (Rule 10.6) and it is for the
Social Security Committee to recommend to Parliament whether they should be
approved.

The Regulations will enable the Scottish Government to introduce a new benefit for
children in lower income families, called the Scottish Child Payment. The new
benefit will provide eligible families with £10 a week, per child under 6, with the first
payments being made at the end of February 2021.

The Delegated Powers and Law Reform Committee considered the regulations at
its meeting on 15 September 2020 and did not raise any issues.
