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Total Managed Expenditure = Resource + Capital + Annual Managed

Expenditure + Non-cash.

Resource and Capital are the discretionary elements of the Budget.
AME and Non-cash are non-discretionary.
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2020-21 baseline figures do not include COVID-related additions to the budget made during the year. Figures for 2021-22 include COVID allocations
(totalling £1.8 billion across the whole budget). This affects the year-on-year changes.
