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Retrofitting homes for net-zero

Background

To meet the Scottish Government’s net zero target by 2045, all homes and in Scotland must
have significantly reduced their energy use. This will require continued progress on energy
efficiency by, for example, installing measures such as loft, floor and wall insultation or
doubleftriple glazing.

In addition to these ‘fabric first’ improvements, almost all homes will also need to be using
zero emissions heating systems such as direct electric heating, heat pumps,

biomass boilers or connecting a house to a heat network supplied by a renewable heat
source.

The Scottish Government’s Heat in Building Strategy (‘HiB strategy’), published in October
2021, is clear about the scale of the challenge for Scotland’s approximate 2.5m homes. For
example:

e Only around 11% of households have a renewable or very low emissions heating
system. This does not include those currently connected to a heat network, as these
are predominately fuelled by gas. An estimated 34,000 homes are connected to heat
networks.

e By 2030 over 1 million homes will need to have converted to zero emissions heat.

e The Scottish Government proposes that all homes must meet Energy Performance
Certificate rating C in the future (see more detail below). Although there have been
long term improvements in energy efficiency, in 2019 less than half (45%) of
Scotland’s homes were rated EPC C or better (in general social housing is the most
energy efficient).

In addition to the benefits to the environment of transforming Scotland’s housing stock a
range of other benefits could include a reduction in fuel poverty, positive economic impacts
and wider social and health outcomes.
